Confirmations:

Refunds:  

If we cancel a class or special event all fees will be refunded. If you withdraw 3 business days 
before the first class or one time event (excluding weekends & holidays), you will receive a full 
refund. If you withdraw fewer than 3 business days before the first class or one time event, you 
will receive a 50% refund. No refunds will be given if you cancel after the class or the one time 
event has taken place. If you are dissatisfied with a program after the first class of a session, 
you must let us know before the second class of the session. We will issue a 50% refund at 
this time. No refunds will be given after the second class of a session. Refunds take about 14-
